Part A – Reading Text: All About Kangaroos
Kangaroos are one of Australia’s most well-known animals. They are easy to recognise because of their strong back legs, large feet, long tails, and the way they hop. Kangaroos are not like most other animals. They are marsupials, which means they carry and raise their babies in a pouch on their body.
A baby kangaroo is called a joey. When it is born, it is very small—only the size of a jellybean! It crawls into its mother’s pouch where it drinks milk and grows. The joey stays in the pouch for several months before it is ready to come out.
Kangaroos are herbivores, which means they eat only plants. They feed on grass, leaves, and shrubs. Their special teeth help them chew tough plants. Kangaroos usually eat in the early morning or late afternoon, and rest during the hottest part of the day.
They are found in many parts of Australia, especially in grasslands, forests, and open plains. Kangaroos use their strong legs to hop at fast speeds, and they can jump over long distances. Their thick tails help them balance when they are moving or standing still.
Male kangaroos are usually bigger than females. Sometimes, they fight by “boxing” each other to show strength or win a mate.
Although kangaroos are common in Australia, they still face dangers such as busy roads, fences, and loss of habitat. People help protect kangaroos by building safe fences, rescuing injured animals, and teaching others about how to care for wildlife.
